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HISTORY OF EXPLORATION AND DEVELOPMENT 

The showings are located about 1 mile ea s t  of t he  c ~ u n i t g  
of Okanagan h l l s ,  a t  t he  south end of Skaha Lake, some 10 mile 
south of Penticton. 

Dusty Mac Mines Ltd. was incorporated i n  August 1968 t o  
acquire a number of claims from ins iders  of the  campany, With 
t h e  purchase of 12 adjoining claims and addi t ional  s taking t he  
property was expanded t o  121 claims i n  t he  Dusty, Mac, J Gus, 
Joe,  and other groups. Work by t he  company during 1968 include 
dr iving an incl ined a d i t  126 f e e t ,  trenching, and geological 
mapping. 

Woranda Ekploration Cmpany, Limited, optioned t he  property 
on December 1, 1969, and ca r r ied  out percussion d r i l l i n g  i n  101 
holes, 7,610 f e e t  of diamond d r i l l i n g  i n  52 holes, and bulk 
sampling. The option was dropped l a t e  i n  1970. 

During 1973 Dusty Mac car r ied  out shallow percussion 
d r i l l i n g  i n  45 holes t o  confirm grades and search f o r  addi- 
t i o n a l  ore. Measured reserves were reported a t  132,585 tons  
a t  0.20 oz/t Au, 3.60 ozs/t Ag (NM 07/11/74). A geochemical 
s o i l  survey (25 samples) was ca r r ied  out i n  1974, Arrangements 
were made t o  have t h e  open p i t  ore mined on a contract  bas i s ,  
with t h e  ore t o  be milled on a custom bas i s  a t  t he  Dankoe 
Mines mi l l ,  20 a i r  miles south-southwest of Okanagan Fa l l s .  
Measured mineable reserves were reported a t  102,413 tons  a t  
0.24. oz/t Au and 4.29 ozs/t Ag, with 1% di lu t i on  (NM 
09/10/7 5 ) 

Mining i n  t h e  open p i t  began i n  June 1975 and t he  ore was 
milled during t he  period August 15, 1975 t o  May 18, 1976. 
Reclamation of t h e  open p i t  area  was completed by September 
1976. Percussion d r i l l i n g  i n  adjacent areas  of t h e  property 
was ca r r ied  out i n  1976.
