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Introduction 
   The exploration for porphyry deposits during the 1960s and 1970s led to the discovery 
of numerous major deposits.  A number of these were developed, particularly in the 
southern and central parts of the province.  For example, the Lornex and Bethlehem 
mines, in the Highland Valley opened.  Many of these mines were started to extract 
copper and molybdenum, but also have produced significant quantities of precious 
metals.  
 
During the late 1980s another phase of exploration began, which led to better definition 
of the precious metal values of a number of known deposits and eventually the opening 
of the Mount Polley and Huckleberry in 1997 and Kemess South in 1998.  
 
In the last 18 months a significant increase in copper and gold prices, the increased 
investor confidence in the mining markets, and attractive government programs in British 
Columbia, including the super flow-through share incentive program, have resulted in 
more exploration and interest for porphyry deposits.  The discovery of significant, higher-
grades of copper-gold-silver mineralization at the Northeast zone at Mount Polley has 
served to highlight (once again) British Columbia's significant potential for porphyry 
deposits. 
 
Cordilleran porphyry deposits show the full range of morphological and depth attributes 
found in deposits worldwide.  Copper-gold porphyries belong to two major types - calc-
alkalic and alkalic.  The younger, Late Mesozoic to Cenozoic, post-acretionary calc-
alkalic porphyry copper-gold deposits like Bell, Prosperity and Huckleberry formed in an 
intracontinental setting after the outboard host arc and related terranes accreted to the 
western margin of North America.  Early Mesozoic pre-accretionary calc-alkalic varieties 
include the Island Copper, Highland Valley Copper and Kemess South and North 
deposits.  Numerous older (Early Mesozoic) alkalic copper-gold porphyry deposits, like 
Red Chris, Galore Creek, Mt. Milligan, Mount Polley and Similco, which are relatively 
rare elsewhere, display distinctive petrology, alteration and mineralization.  They form a 
favourable belt in the shape of a shepherd's crook that extends from near Princeton at 
the United States/British Columbia border in the south, north-northwesterly to the 
Toodoggone Mining Camp then turns to the west towards the Stikine River country.

Geofile 2004-11 is a table listing significant porphyry copper-gold resources in British 
Columbia.  It includes information on the owner/operator of specific projects, mine 
production, current resources, contained copper and gold, the deposit type, references, 
as well as a brief listing of active, significant exploration projects for porphyry Cu-Au 
targets that currently do not have known resources.  The table is presented in pdf and 
Excel format.  This compilation includes past producers for which some resources 
remain (e.g. Afton, Bell and Similco), but does not include past producers (e.g. Island 
Copper). Additional information on these deposits is available in the MINFILE database 
(www.em.gov.bc.ca/Mining/Geolsurv/Minfile/) and in Mineral Deposits Profiles 
(www.em.gov.bc.ca/Mining/Geolsurv/MetallicMinerals/MineralDepositProfiles).  Regional 
offices of the British Columbia Ministry of Energy and Mines in Vancouver, Kamloops, 
Cranbrook, Prince George and Smithers also have photographs and rock specimens of 
principal deposits.  The compilation is from data released from a variety of sources; 
therefore, these figures typically do not conform to National Instrument 43-101 
standards. 
 
Fourteen alkalic porphyry deposits and/or camps have yielded 51.5 million grams (1.7 
million ounces) of gold, 98.4 million grams (3.2 million ounces) of silver and 325.5 million 
kilograms of copper.  They are also a significant component of British Columbia's  gold 
resources totaling 590.7 million grams (19 million ounces).  Significant examples are the 
Similco, Afton, Mount Polley, Galore Creek, Mt. Milligan, Red Chris and Lorraine 
deposits.  
 
Twenty-nine calc-alkaline deposits and/or camps have yielded 109.6 million grams (3.5 
million ounces) of gold, 2.1 billion grams (67.5 million ounces) of silver and 7.6 billion 
kilograms of copper.  The undeveloped gold resources for this type of porphyry deposit 
total just over 1 billion grams (33.8 million ounces).  Significant examples include: the 
Kemess, Prosperity, Schaft Creek, Bell, Granisle, Morrison, Island Copper, Highland 
Valley Copper and Huckleberry deposits.
